It’s not just a Local Government issue

We have been talking to you about litter and sediment issues arising from residential building sites for a long time.

Up until now most enforcement has been based on Local Government bylaws or regulations.

There are now a growing number of councils that are using or looking to use provisions under EPA legislation which are proving to be a very effective tool in combating environmental damage caused through residential construction. 
In one recent case a builder was taken to court for breaches under EPA provisions for depositing mud and silt on the roadway.
As well as receiving a hefty fine the developer was ordered to pay clean up costs, court costs and engage an Environmental Consultant on the site to ensure that further damage to the environment would not be caused by the construction activity.
This in total proved to be a very costly exercise for the builder.
All of this grief could have been avoided if the builder had taken the very basic and inexpensive measures that we have been talking about.
